Senate Bill (SB) 151

California Microbusiness COVID-19 Relief Grant Program (Program)

• Signed by Governor Newsom on July 12, 2021

• Establishes the Program within the CalOSBA to assist qualified microbusinesses 
that have been impacted by COVID-19

• CalOSBA will administer a Request for Proposal (RFP) for up to two rounds for 
eligible grantmaking entities 

• Each round will last up to 60 days

• Grantmaking entities will distribute funds to qualified microbusinesses

• Program will remain in effect until December 31, 2022



What is a Qualified Microbusiness?

• Began its operation prior to December 31, 2019

• Currently active and operating or has a clear plan to reopen when the state permits 
reopening of the business

• Significantly impacted by COVID-19 pandemic

• Had less than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) in revenues in the 2019 taxable year

• Has fewer than five full-time equivalent employees and had fewer than five full-time 
equivalent employees in the 2019 and 2020 taxable years

• Not a business excluded from participation in the California Small Business COVID-19 
Relief Grant Program



Grant Awards

• Individual grant awards to qualified microbusinesses shall be two 
thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500)

• The grantmaking entity shall accept applications for a period of at 
least four weeks

• A grantmaking entity may prioritize applications from qualified 
microbusinesses that are sidewalk vendors

• Immigration status will not be a contributing factor for eligibility



Grantmaking Entity Responsibilities 

• May use a percentage of funds for administrative expenses, 
marketing, and outreach

• Grantmaking entity must prioritize marketing and outreach to 
traditionally underrepresented microbusiness owners including 
women, BIPOC, veterans, undocumented individuals, LGBTQ+

• Prioritization should also consider microbusiness owners who 
have historically faced barriers to accessing capital, including 
individuals in lower income or rural areas



Eligible Uses of Funds 

• Purchase of new certified equipment, including but not 
limited to, a cart for a sidewalk vendor 

• Investment in working capital

• Application or renewal of a local permit 

• Payment of debt accrued due to the COVID-19 pandemic
