Arts and cultural organizations have 
faced multiple years of significant 
losses, hardships, and unanticipated 
expenses:
• $230 M in lost revenue and 

unanticipated expenses in 2020
• Audience attendance down by half
• Ticket revenues down by two thirds
• Negative impact on arts and creative 

economy and related industries

Arts and Culture has extensive 
subject matter expertise and field 
knowledge, and distributes nearly 
$6M in grants annually to CBOs 
and school districts

Creative Recovery LA
Program Allocation Description
Arts Relief + Recovery 
Grants

12M An arts recovery grant program for nonprofit arts organizations, as well as and social services, 
health, and social justice organizations that engage the arts, to meet the needs of their often-
vulnerable constituents and to support recovery of the arts and creative sector from negative 
impacts due to COVID-19 related closures, interruptions, losses, and new health protocols.

Creative Works + Jobs 
for Artists

5M A grant program for arts nonprofits to support employment for artists and creative workers for 
creative works, artist-led projects and public programs. Grantees will use funds for 
commissions, jobs, residencies, regrants, and other similar programs that engage artists and 
creative projects.

Reopening Culture, 
Tourism, + Marketing 
Initiative

1.9M A grant program for arts nonprofits to support a marketing initiative that amplifies re-openings 
in the cultural sector and encourages tourism. Grantees will use funds to promote and market 
their arts programming to encourage audiences and program participants to return to virtual or 
in-person programs.

Creative Career 
Pathways for Youth

1.6M A grant program for nonprofits to support career pathways and training programs in the arts 
and creative fields for those underrepresented in the arts and creative economy, so that youth 
who have historically experienced barriers to accessing these careers are job-ready as the 
economy recovers and stabilizes.

Arts for Justice-
Involved Youth

1.5M A grant program for nonprofits that use the arts to support justice-involved and justice-
impacted communities and youth at risk of justice involvement. Grantees will use funds for 
programs as well as capacity building and fiscal sustainability.



Creative Recovery LA

Administration: Third Party Administrator (Community Partners)

Target Applicant: Arts nonprofits (501c3) and Model A fiscally sponsored arts 
organizations and social service/social justice/indigenous-serving nonprofits 
that have demonstrated history of arts programming (all cultural disciplines 
including but not limited to visual arts, film/media, performing arts, literary)

Equity Design: Funding priority will be given to applicants
- With budgets under $15M

- Located in or within one mile of highest + high need census tracts (defined by 
COVID Impact Index, Equity Explorer)

- Provide program services in or within one mile of highest + high need census tracts



Creative Recovery LA
Projected Timeline:

*If Tranche 2 ARPA funds are approved, will be combined with Tranche 1 and distributed in one round.

Creative Recovery LA

Estimated 400 organizations will receive relief and 
recovery funding to:

• Financially sustain their operations
• Continue to provide services to communities
• Hire and retain staff, artists, and contractors
• Market and promote their programs
• Support creative career pathways
• Serve youth through the arts

Grant awards will range from $1,000 to $75,000

Goal: up to 75% of grant funds will be directed to 
organizations located or providing services in or 
within one mile of highest + high need census tracts
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
